In the community, Aunty was known for her 
open heart and helping hand. If someone was sick, she was the first to visit. If there 
was a family in need, she quietly found a way to support them. If there was a 
gathering, she was there, contributing her time, energy, and warmth, never 
thinking of herself first. 

Her love was never limited to just her family it extended to neighbours, friends, and 
even people she barely knew. Aunty believed that kindness was something to be 
shared freely, and through her actions, she built a community of care.

Her 
singing made me feel like the most special 
person in the world. Even now when I think 
about her I can still hear her voice in my 
heart. 

I also think about how she cared for me in 
all the small ways. She would always ask 
what I wanted, what she could get for me, 
and she would never take no for an answer. 

Even from thousands of miles away she wanted to send gifts and make me feel 
loved. That was who she was- always giving, always making sure we felt her love 
no matter the distance.

She taught us all and everyone who knew her that love is the most 
powerful thing that can make the light of God shine through you. And 
even when she was sick, even when she had bandages and bruises on 
her face, even when she was in hospital, The light of God shone through 
her face and everyone who saw that light was certain that she would 
definitely be close to God.

I can still remember, when I was around 7 years old, how I would sit on 
her lap, and she would tell me stories in Tamil and tickle me to make me 
laugh. I remember how she used to teach me to speak Tamil and go 
over each syllable carefully with me. And whenever I would call her, she 
would blow kisses through the phone and tell me how much she loved 
me, and told me to study well, and told me that she would pray for me, 
and she would ask me to pray for her and Thatha. And I would. 

And I love her so much. Because she may be in heaven, but I can still 
feel her presence right next to me and I can still feel her living on in my 
heart. And I would be honoured to carry on her legacy of always helping 
others. Even for smallest thing she would put others before herself. And 
even if I could be even 1% of what she is I would be so blessed right now. 

But I know this: right now, she is in heaven and praying for all of us to 
continue what she has done on Earth. She is praying for the light of God 
to shine through while we help others and be kind and loving to so many 
people. Because for every little loving thing we do, Ammachi continues 
to live through us.

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One of the most beautiful qualities about Aunty was her helping nature. She had 
this unique kind of love one that showed itself through service, through always 
being ready to step in for others. No matter who it was or what the situation was, 
Aunty’s first instinct was always to help. That quality made her truly special and 
unforgettable.

When we first moved to India, Aunty became our greatest support. At a time when 
everything felt uncertain, new surroundings, new responsibilities, and new 
decisions, she stood by us and made things so much easier. I still remember, 
when we were struggling to decide which school to enrol Gabby in, Aunty didn’t 
wait, didn’t hesitate. Even late at night, she went to her friend’s house, spoke to 
the right people, and had everything arranged. By the time we reached Chennai, 
everything was ready. We didn’t have to lift a finger because Aunty had already 
done it all.

For Gabby, Aunty was more than family. She was a protector, a comfort, and in 
many ways, a second mother. She made sure Gabby had not only what she 
needed but also what would make her happy. Her constant thought was always: 
“Is Gabby smiling? Is she comfortable?” And she would go to any extent to make 
sure the answer was yes.

But what was most remarkable is that this same love and care she gave Gabby, 
she also gave to everyone around her. In the community, Aunty was known for her 
open heart and helping hand. If someone was sick, she was the first to visit. If 
there was a family in need, she quietly found a way to support them. If there was a 
gathering, she was there, contributing her time, energy, and warmth, never 
thinking of herself first.

Her love was never limited to just her family it extended to neighbours, friends, 
and even people she barely knew. Aunty believed that kindness was something 
to be shared freely, and through her actions, she built a community of care. She 
showed us that true love is not in words but in what we do for others. Her 
generosity, her encouragement, her ability to comfort people in difficult times 
these touched so many lives beyond our own.

Today, as we remember her, we do so with deep gratitude and pride. Aunty was a 
blessing in our lives, and the way she cared for us will remain in our hearts 
forever. But more importantly, her life gives us a lesson to carry forward. If we can 
follow even a little of her example, if we can extend our love, our help, and our 
support to those around us, then her spirit will continue to live on in this world. 
That is the best way we can honour her: by carrying her love into our own actions 
and by making our community stronger, just as she did.
